On the subject of a Sign Ordinance Variance Request for 203
Mashell Avenue North for a roof sign to be allowed.

I attended numerous meetings regarding the new sign ordinance before the Planning
Commission approved it in September. I believe that the ordinance is good overall, but I
was not particularly happy about the exclusion of roof signs and or the allowance of them
in such a restrictive fashion that they are essentially excluded. But, I understand that
some people believe that roof signs produce a cluttered effect on the appearance of the
town. This is not the case for my sign, because it will not make the town look cluttered. I
was also disappointed because I think that the ordinance is slanted towards new
construction. I believe this is so that when someone proposes to build a new building that
the design has to include another form of sign, which is fine. But, I believe that the new
ordinance does not give proper attention or flexibility to existing and especially very old
existing structures such as the building I own. This is why I am requesting a variance and
asking to be allowed to place a roof sign on my building.

When I purchased the building over 2 years ago I already owned the sign that I am
asking to install. My plan was to fix up the back section of my building first, as I could
afford to do it, and then install the sign. To date I have made significant improvements
which are still ongoing. I have replaced a falling down wall, which was covered in brush
and weeds and replaced it with an attractive block multi-color wall. It also made more
parking, so that my employees have somewhere to park on my property, instead of on the
city streets. (New 3 hr parking ordinance) I have painted the building and will be
landscaping and installing new windows in the spring. My goal is to make my property as
beautiful as possible, not only for my benefit, but for the benefit of all the Business's and
Citizens of Eatonville. I think that if the committee members reflect back to what my
building used to look like and what it looks like now, that you would have to agree it is
an asset to the town. I am not requesting to install a sign that would be detrimental to the
town appearance in any way.

I am requesting to install a roof sign because a monument sign or a wall sign simply
will not work on my building. A monument sign would take up valuable parking spots. A
wall sign does not fit into the architecture of the building. The building is very long and
has a lot of windows so a wall sign would have to be put over windows or be so low that
it would not be able to be seen. The roof of my building is probable about 3000 plus
square feet (140 X 25) and the sign is 66 square feet (22 X 3). The sign that I am
requesting to install is very small in proportion to the roof area and way under the square
footage that is allowed for the size of my building.
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I also was on a committee for the EDDA and went to dozens of meeting. One problem
with the downtown area which was discussed again and again was the fact that 90% of
the traffic goes down Washington straight out of town to do business elsewhere. I can't
see any reason why a sign that would attract people to Mashell Ave would be a bad thing.
I also think that a sign on the roof would actually make the building look better and again
is very small compared to the total area of the roof. When you drive through town my
roof is highly visible and not that attractive. My sign would also give motorists a similar
view of many already existing signs. It would also have no effect to pedestrian traffic.
Many signs in Town are visible from Washington for businesses located on Mashell Ave.
which I believe do not cause a problem. Right now you can see the following signs; 1)
The Tall Timber, 2)Kirk's Pharmacy and 3) The Roxy Theatre.

I believe that by rejecting my variance the Planning Commission would be telling me
several things:

One is that you do not share my vision which is to help all the Business's on Mashell
Ave. or Downtown. My pending sign will draw traffic to the Downtown Area.

Or that revitalization is either not that important to the Committee, or that my
participation to Revitalization, by running a clean business and reclaiming a run down
facility, is not that important.

Or that by waiting to install my sign (vs. 2.5 years ago) I will be penalized for waiting
to make improvements to my property first, before installing the sign and trying to work
with the Town Planner, the Sign Committee and the Planning Commission.

Or that it is OK for a Restaurant, Pharmacy and a Movie Theatre to have sign
exposure from the main flow of traffic but not my business.
